Welcome Message from Congress DG
The Nigerian Ministry of Defence welcomes you to the 39th World Congress of Military Medicine (WCMM) holding under the 

aegis of the International Committee of Military Medicine. The theme of this edition of the WCMM is Military Medicine and 
Disaster Management. The aptness of the theme is underscored by the recent unfolding global occurrences of disasters in all 

of the 5 continents of the world – earthquake in Haita and China, floods in Europe, Pakistan and Australia, landslides and 
sinkhole in South America, tropical storms in Madagascar and lately the earthquake, tsunami and nuclear disasters in Japan. 

Traditionally, the Military is deployed to work in such environments rendering assistance and succor to the civil population. 
This Congress thus offers an opportunity for over 1000 professionals from the Military and  the Academia from about 100 

countries to enrich each other and to chart out ways to render better services when called up to duty.

The Honourable Minister of Defence, The Chief of Defence 
Staff, Service Chiefs and the Officers and men of the Armed 
Forces of the Federal Republic of Nigeria welcome you to 
Abuja for the 39th World Scientific Congress of Military 
Medicine. It is an opportunity for us and for you our 
distinguished delegates to savour the warmth and beauty of 
our centre of unity – Abuja. Abuja is at the centre, indeed the 
heart of our great country. Nigeria.  You are also welcome to 
enjoy the great colours and beauty of Nigeria in the Abuja 
Cultural Festival that holds annually in November.



Nigeria is located in western Africa on the Gulf of Guinea and 
has a total area of 923,768 km2 making it the world’s 
32nd-largest country. It shares a 4,047 kilometres border with 
Benin, Niger, Chad, Cameroon, and has a coastline of at least 
853 km. The highest point in Nigeria is Chappal Waddi at 
2,419 m. The main rivers are the Niger and the Benue River 
which converge and empty into the Niger Delta, one of the 
world’s largest river deltas and the location of a large area of 
Central African Mangroves.



Nigeria is also an important center for biodiversity. It is widely 
believed that the areas surrounding Calabar, Cross River 
State, contain the world’s largest diversity of butterflies. The 
drill monkey is only found in the wild in Southeast Nigeria. 



Nigeria has a varied landscape. The far south is defined by its 
tropical rainforest climate, where annual rainfall is 1,500 to 
2,000 mm a year. In the southeast stand the Obudu Plateau. 
Coastal plains are found in both the southwest and the 
southeast. This forest zone’s most southerly portion is defined 
as salt water swamp, also known as a mangrove swamp 
because of the large amount of mangroves in the area. North 
of this is fresh water swamp, containing different vegetation 
from the salt water swamp, and north of that is rain forest. 

Nigeria’s most expansive topographical region is that of the 
valleys of the Niger and Benue River valleys (which merge into 
each other and form a “y” shape). To the southwest of the 
Niger there is “rugged” highland, and to the southeast of the 
Benue are hills and mountains which forms the Mambilla 
Plateau, the highest Plateau in Nigeria. This plateau extends to 
the border with Cameroon. 



Everything in between the far south and the far north, is 
savannah (insignificant tree cover, with grasses and flowers 
located between trees), and rainfall is between 500 and 1,500 
mm per year. The savannah zone’s three categories are 
Guinean forest-savanna mosaic, plains of tall grass which are 
interrupted by trees and the most common across the country: 
Sudan savannah, similar but with “shorter grasses and shorter 
trees; and Sahel savannah, comprised patches of grass and 
sand, found in the northeast. To the north is the Sahel with its 
almost desert-like climate, where rain is less than 500 mm per 
year. In the dry north-east corner of the country lies Lake 
Chad, which Nigeria shares with Niger, Chad and Cameroon.

Abuja Climate and Weather
Abuja under Koppen climate classification features a tropical wet 

and dry climate. The rainy season begins in April and ends in 
October. In November, average high temperature is expected to 

be about 34.4ÁC (93.9ÁF), while average low temperature is 
expected to be about 15.7ÁC (60.3ÁF). Precipitation is expected 
to be about 3.7mm (0.146 inches). The period of the congress 

coincides with the early hamattan period.
